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Walking in the Footseps of Paul by Rev. Judy Lee Hay

Seven people took a two
week tour of Turkey to QWalk in
The Footsteps of Paul:O Maureen
MetZer, Bob Day, Lindsay Jonasee,
Judy Hay, Susan Hartley, Janita
Byars, and Jm Lesch It was an
amazng journey to walk along path-
ways and roads that the Apodle
Paul may have taken in hisdesreto
gart new churches throughout Asa
Minor.

The firg deps were taken in
Hatay near the Syrian border where
we vidgted Syrian Antioch, Stuated
on the easern sde of the Orontes
River, in the far outheastern cor-
ner of Asa Minor. Three hundred
miles (480 km) north of Jerusalem,
the Sdeucids urged Jews to move to
Antioch, their wedern capita, and
granted them full rights as dtizens
upon doing 0. In 64 B.C. Pompey
made the city capital over the Ro-
man province of Syria By 165
A.D., it wes third largest aity of the
empire. Antioch played alarge role
in the early spread of the Gospd of
Chrig. After Stephen was soned,
many disciples fled to Antioch in
order to excgpe persecution and
then preached the Gogd to Jews
there (Acts 8:1; 11:19). Other disci-
ples soon arrived in Antioch and
preached the Gospd to Greeks
(11:20-21). Later the church in An-
tioch sent Paul and Barnabas on the
firs missonaryjourney (Acts 13).

The group made an excur-
son to Samandag, the ancient Se
leucia Pieria. This wes the ancdient
port of Antioch, from where Paul
and Barnabas sailed to Cyprus on
their firg Missonary journey. We

waded into the Mediterranean Sea
and imagined Paul <etting sail for
Cypress with a passion to share the
Gospdl.

From Samandag we had a
ectacular drive aong the coast to
Tarsus, the birthplace of St. Paul
and where modern Biblical scholars
believe he caught malaria We
drank water from the ancient well
attributed to Paul® home. And we
lingered a St. Peter® Church, an
ancient cave in which early Chris
tiansworshipped.

From Tarsus we made our
way to Mersin, a modern city port
on the Mediterranean Sea. One of
the highlights of the trip was Cappa
docia, a region covered with <oft
volcanic tuff, which formed odd,
conic forms of grayyellow rock,
some topped with off-ande hats
These cones are called Peri Bacdlari,
Fairy Chimneys, in Turkish. Early
Chrigians fled from persecution to
the area and carved dwdlings and
churches in these rock formations.
Turks 4ill live in the carved out
mountains. Risng early in the
morning we had the great opportu-
nity to take a hot air balloon air
over the chimneys for a spectacular
view. (Of course Paul took a bal-
loon ride, we think!)

Leaving Cappadociawe drove
to Konya, ancdient lconium. St. Paul
preached there on his firsg misson-
aryjourney. In a2nd century work,
O'he Adts of Paul and ThedaQ the
gory of Theda, the daughter of a
leading citizen of lconium wes told.
From the 12th century for over a
hundred years Konya was the capi-

tal of the Turkish Seljuk Empire. It
is alo famous because it houses the
Mevlevi Tekke, the work place and
house of Rumi (Meviana) and the
Whirling Dervishes. The spirit of
the poet was every where, which
made it a moving exhibit.

From there we drove to
Perge, one of the dities that Paul
visted with Barnabas and his
cousin John Mark on their firg mis
sonary journey in about AD 47 or
48. Throughout the journey we
wowve in and out of the Taurus
Mountains with its fertile plains
filled with olive, orange, pomegran-
ate, and fig groves. On Sunday after-
noon we stopped by a Cedar treein
an open field and shared commun-
ionlat aout the same time the
CSA community was gathering for
worship. It was a deeply moving
moment.

From Antalya we drove to
Kusadas to view of the ancient ste
of the goddess Aphrodite. Another
highlight of our journey was the
tour of Ephesus founded about
4000 years ago, and once renowned
for its geaming Temple of Diana
The archaeological ste is a0 fa
mous for the missonary work of .
Paul, and a one of the Seven
Churches addresed by S. John. A
gmall quiet chapel named House of
Virgin - Mary where Mary, the
mother of Jesus is said to have fled
and taken up resdence.
